tornado outbreak in the nation during 2010.

Å Three EF-4 tornadoes, the most violent 

tornadoes in one day since òBlack Sundayó 

on April 30th, 1967. 
 

Å The first violent tornado in Minnesota 

since Granite Falls was struck by one on 

July 25, 2000. 
 

June 17th 2010:  Upper Midwest 
 

Å Four EF-4 tornadoes, the most number of  violent 

tornadoes in a single event since February 5-6, 2008. 
 

Å The second most in any event in the summertime 
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
